• Claude – The gregarious and well- liked Mayor of Gander, Newfound-

land. He loves his work and the townspeople but faces an unprecedented cri-

sis when 38 planes are diverted to Gander. Also plays Derm and Brenda’s Brother, Eddie. 

• Bonnie – Head of the Gander SPCA, a no-nonsense mother of three. She en-

sures the safety of animals on the planes, sometimes lashing out in frustration. Also plays Mar-

tha. Vocal range: B4, Age: 30–40. 

• Beulah – Head of the Gander Legion, with a firefighter son. She walks Han-

nah to church and prays with her. Also plays Delores. Age: 40–60. 

• Oz – Quirky constable in the two-person Gander police force, helping in unex-

pected ways as the town population doubles. Also plays Joey, Customs Of-

ficer, Mr. Michaels, Terry, Matty, Rabbi, and Head Cardiologist. 

• Janice – A new local TV reporter, initially naïve, who faces the emotional impact of the cri-

sis. Also plays Britney and Flight Attendant. Vocal range: E5, Age: 20–30. 

• Annette – Local teacher and mother to many children. Also plays Reporter. Vo-

cal range: D4, Age: 40–60. 

• Garth – Head of the local union representing bus drivers. Vocal range: G4, Age: 30–40. 

• Beverly Bass – First female captain for American Airlines, whose world changes dramati-
